	The researcher will carry out its research activities in the fields of Computer Vision and Multimedia computing under the project “Algorithms and systems for perception, vision and understanding in applications of content-based retrieval from multimedia big data and egocentric vision.” The object of the research will be the study and implementation of new algorithms and systems for processing, classification, recognition, search by similarity with specific visual descriptors to be applied to images and video from “multimedia big data” on the Web and from wearable cameras in egocentric vision. 

The goal of the research is to assess new solutions for human behavior understanding in new natural interfaces with wearable visual sensors associated with new content-based retrieval systems in order to find association between images acquired and recognized in real time and tagged and annotated images into archives. The research will be carried out at the labs Imagelab of “Enzo Ferrari” Engineering Department and of the Research Centre Softech-ICT in Modena.

The researcher shall carry out his teaching, integrative teaching and services-for-students activities in the courses belonging to the scientific-disciplinary field of ING-INF/05 - INFORMATION PROCESSING SYSTEMS, within the First and Second Level Degree Courses offered by the Department of Engineering and more specifically in the curricula of Computer Engineering and in the Doctorate of ICT.

	Design and optimization of drug candidates. Drug-target interaction studies. Data Integration. Project monitoring with respect to the expected TDP (target drug profile), SWOT analysis.

The researcher will carry out its scientific research activities under the collaborative project FP7 "New medicines for Trypanosomatidae infections." The project concerns the development of new drugs against diseases caused by tripanosomatidae, such as leishmaniasis and trypanosomiasis. Some drug candidates (leads) with interesting antiparasitic activity against have been identified and in some cases they are active against infected mice. Those leads are the starting point for further optimization and development in advanced pre-clinical phase. The goal is to validate at least one or two compounds up to the final pre-clinical stage, on primates. The lead will be optimized in silico from the pharmacodynamic and pharmacokinetic profile. The researcher held this part of the work and he/she will study the drug-receptor interaction by means of different techniques, both kinetic, spectrophotometric and others. The collaborative project involves 13 international partners with different tasks, the number of expected research data is high and the elaboration of all the data requires attention and an important analysis work. All data generated will be deposited in a database structured by the German partner. The researcher will be responsible of data integration and SWOT analysis. Data integration must lead to a unified view of the biological profile of the studied products to select those who have to go further to the next step of the drug development process (data mining-like process) following FDA, TPP profile (target product profile). The SWOT analysis will be applied at various stages of selection process and it will be used to monitor the state of progress of the project. 

The researcher will carry out its teaching activities, supplementary teaching and service to students in the teaching provided within the SSD CHIM08 ( Pharmaceutical Chemistry ) in undergraduate and masterful courses set up at the Department of Life Sciences (UniMoRe - Modena) . It may also carry out its teaching activities, supplementary teaching and service to students in the Graduate School at Unimore.

In the latter case, the candidate will have to present a statement substituting the affidavit as defined in attachment B. This declaration will have to be signed before the official who receives the documentation, i.e. signed and presented together with a photocopy of a form of ID belonging to the signer.

Documents and titles attached must correspond to the requisites as described in art. 3 of the original Italian text to which candidates should refer.
